  GEFAG will be writing formally to you later to represent our view that the Council – at the meeting 23 Jun 05 – should recommend deletion of the policy M6.6 on the grounds that as things currently stand no planning permission has been possible for the existing area of allocation.

  It will therefore be perverse at this time to add further tracts of land (Western Extension) and that in not re-allocating this does not stop the planning application being pursued over time.

  The landowner and mineral operator can readily re-submit a request for the M6.6 issue at the next plan period:  this at least would then clearly operate in knowledge of what was and was not permissible.

  As you know full well the underlying belief is that there is background activity taking place against reasonable public disquiet.  The word “transparency” needs to be re-introduced in the debate.  The waters are far too muddy at this time.
